What happens now?

Once you have submitted your stall application you might think that things have gone a bit quiet.
Don't worry, we are busy working away in the background. You won't hear from us until we
confirm your stall number and arrival time via email, approximately one week before the carnival.
If you have any questions to ask beforehand please do get in touch (contact details on the last
page) — but otherwise enjoy preparing your stall ready for carnival weekend.

Planning your Stall

You might already know what you are doing on your stall or you might be after some inspiration.
Newport Pagnell Carnival attracts a wide variety of stalls, from your usual tombola and lucky dips,
to stalls selling makeup, crafts, cheesecake and even dog food.

The sale of any food/drink items is not permitted for general stalls unless agreed by prior
arrangement. This is because separate licensing, spacing and regulations are required for some
food/drink item:s. If you have booked a general stall but intend to sell food/drink, please contact
stalls@newportpagnellcarnival.com immediately. Anyone selling food / drink will be asked to
leave the event.




Equipment
One stall space is 3 metres by 3 metres, however larger plots can be purchased with prior
agreement. The Carnival Committee cannot provide any stall equipment.

Most stall holders would recommend coming armed with the following:

* Gazebo and pegs
* Weights

* Table

* Bin bags

* Chairs

NB Generators of any kind are not permitted.

Please remember that all of your equipment must fit within the allocated space. We try our very
best to spread stalls out, but space is limited on the field.

No stall equipment can be left on site overnight.

Finding Us
The carnival takes place on Riverside Meadow in Newport Pagnell. Stall holders (1 vehicle per

booking) should use the Dove Close entrance - Use postcode MK16 9DA for satnav directions
and it should bring you to the large gated enfrance into the meadow.

For any additional vehicles, general parking is available and can be accessed via Welland
Drive — Use postcode MK16 9DX for satnnav directions. This should take you to the far end of
the field through another large wooden gate. There will also be blue arrows signposting
directions to the general parking area.

Arrival Time
You will be given a 15-minute arrival slot between the period of 08:30 - 11.00am on the Saturday
and between 10:00 — 11:00am on the Sunday. This will be your allocated fime slot to arrive at

Riverside Meadow. Once on site, you will be shown your allocated stall space and can begin
setting up.

If you arrive after your 15-minute slot you will be required to wait until the end of the arrival time
period (10:45) before being given a new stall allocation slot.

Parking

We no longer have the capacity to allow cars to park with their stalls. We will endeavor to
allocate a parking area on site, however we cannot guarantee this and you may be asked to
park your carin the general parking area (via Welland Drive), once your stall is set up.



Carnival Times

The carnival parade leaves Blakelands at 12:00 and takes approximately one hour to reach
Riverside Meadow. The field is open to the public from 12:00 midday on both days.

End of the day
Like you, we feel sad at the thought of the day ending but all good things must come to an end
and the carnival finishes at 18:00 on Saturday and 16:00 on Sunday.

There is a strict no vehicle movement rule in place once the event has started. Any vehicles
parked on site cannot then move again until the event has finished. Please check with a
Committee member before attempting to move your vehicle. If you move without authorisation
you may have future stall applications rejected as this presents a health & safety risk to
attendees.

Before you leave please be sure to collect all rubbish from your stall and dispose of it in the
commercial waste skips provided.

Behaviour

Newport Pagnell Carnival is run by a committee of volunteers. We will not tolerate any verbal or
physical abuse before, during or after the carnival. Anyone who is deemed to be acting against
the spirit of the carnival (either to a committee member, another stall holder or to a member of

the public), will have their application declined, be asked to leave the carnival and/or have all

future applications rejected.
